PLEASE READ EACH ITEM CAREFULLY.
· The registration for the State Tournament is $30, ….cash or check payable to “GM Desert Women’s Club”.  Checks rather than cash would be appreciated.   If your school/organization requires an invoice in order to create a check, see the invoice included in the attachments.
· Each team is expected to support the event with an adult or young adult (college age) volunteer.  Please send names to Clair Sutter at csutter11@hotmail.com.
· Robot rounds – there will be no practice round this year.  There will be three scoring rounds; the best two scoring rounds will be used in the final scoring.
· Technical Presentation is to be written ahead of the event day and handed in at check in. 
· The document should be a maximum of 2 pages, double spaced, in a 12 font.  No more than two pictures are to be included in the two pages.  The judges will grade the documents and may search out a team to ask a few questions.
· Project Presentation is expected to be done in five (5) minutes maximum.  We will only provide power in the rooms (no projectors, overheads, screens, computers, etc.).  Teams will be allowed three (3) minutes to set up for their presentation.

· Pit areas will be in one of the 2 gyms off the main competition area. 

· Each team will get one 6-8 foot by 2.5 foot folding table to work on in their pit area.  Bring extension cords and a strip plug for your pit area.  You'll need this to connect to the main power supplies! 

· Teams are REQUIRED to bring a "garage" to cover their robot during program downloads.  An empty box will do.  Failure to do so may cause you to inadvertently download your program into other nearby robots. .  Bluetooth must be switched off, and the robot should be kept OFF when not in use.  
· There are no concession stands at Carl Hayden HS, so bring your own food, drinks and snacks.  

· There are "picnic" areas outside where teams can sit, store coolers, etc.  Coolers and outside food are permitted.   Please do not bring food or drinks into the “Pit Area”.
· This is a public event.  Local media will be present.  Students may be photographed, videotaped or interviewed.  Because of this, each student is required to have their completed “Release Form”.
· Teams may bring "team banners".   Teams wishing to hang their banners with tape should use masking or duct tape only.   And please remove anything hung at the end of the day.
· Don't forget to bring extra batteries.
